• Age limits at the time of fellowship application: Masters - 30 years of age or younger at 31 December 2023, Doctoral - Applicants must be
32 years of age or younger as at 31 December 2023.

• The Academic achievement of the applicant must be >65% in their honours or masters degrees respectively to be considered for either
the Masters or Doctoral fellowships.

• The applicant must not be a recipient of an NRF or state funded institution bursary/funding (currently/previously) for the same degree as
the fellowship he/she is applying for at CAPRISA.

Opportunities for Masters and

Successful applicants will be funded by DSI-NRF at either Full Cost of Study (FCS) or Partial Cost of Study. The FCS will be awarded to 
South African Citizens who are either financially needy, living with disability or academic achievers.
