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CAPRISA 018 Study Highlights Promise and
Challenges of a Long-Acting HIV Prevention
Implant

The recent CAPRISA study as-
sessed the acceptability of an an-
nual tenofovir alafenamide (TAF)
implant among South African women par-

ticipating in a Phase | trial between 2020
and 2022.

Women aged a median of 26 years re-
ceived one or two implants over 48
weeks. Acceptability was assessed
based on implant attributes (size, visibil-
ity, palpability) and physical experiences
(insertion, removal, and site reactions),
rated on a 6-point scale. A score of >4 or
higher was considered acceptable.

Overall, pre-removal acceptability
scores were high—5.4 for product attrib-
utes and 5.1 for physical experiences.
However, 31% of participants requested
early implant removals, averaging 19
weeks after insertion. The most common
concerns were implant site reactions
(ISRs) (50% vs. 19% in scheduled re-
movals), visibility (30% vs. 15%), and
pain (16% vs. 4%). Adverse physical ex-
periences were significantly associated
with early removals (p=0.05).

Despite these challenges, most partici-
pants found the implant lifestyle-
compatible (mean score: 5.8) and would
recommend it (mean: 5.9). The biggest
advantages were the potential for long-
term HIV protection and discreet use, but
ISRs remained the most disliked aspect.

In conclusion, the findings highlight the
promise of an annual HIV prevention im-
plant but underscore the need to improve
tolerability, particularly ISRs, to maximize
uptake and adherence. Addressing these
concerns could enhance the feasibility of
long-acting implantable PrEP for women
at high risk of HIV.
